After selling their company, the sellers demanded additional consideration from the purchaser
under the sale agreement, on the basis that the sales targets had been met. However, the
agreement clarified that the additional consideration would apply only to sales of the company’s
original products, whereas in practice the sales were of new products not included under this
condition.

The Court rejected the sellers’ claim. In interpreting detailed commercial contracts entered into
between sophisticated and represented parties, absolute precedence must be given to the clear
wording of the contract. This preference is intended to reinforce commercial certainty and to allow
the parties to rely on what is written, even if it is later argued that the outcome does not correspond
with business logic or with their “true intentions.” Here, the parties were experienced and
represented and the contract explicitly and unequivocally provided that the additional
consideration would be payable only for sales of the existing products and not for sales of new
products. Therefore, the sellers are not entitled to the additional payment.
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Lack of agreement on all the terms of a contract, including the consideration, will
not necessarily prevent its perfection

A subcontractor and the main contractor negotiated and exchanged drafts of an agreement regarding the
termination of their engagement and the completion of the subcontractor's obligations by the main contractor
before the completion of the works that were the subject of the current agreement between them. However,
while the formula for calculating the consideration for the subcontractor remained in dispute, the parties
executed the separation and transferred the actual execution of the project under the provisions of the
unsigned agreement.




The Court held that the agreements between them constitute a binding contract due to the strength of the
contractual intent on the one hand, and the intensity of the defect in the specificity requirement on the other.
In order to conclude that an agreement has been perfected into a binding contract, it is necessary to examine
the existence of the elements of contractual intent on the part of the bidder and the specificity of the offer
alongside the contractual intent of the offeror. The conclusion is examined in an objective-external test,
which is learned from the reviewing circumstances of the case, the content of the document and the conduct
of the parties before and after its writing. While these elements are separate and independent, there are
strong interrelationships between them, where a strong indication of contractual intent may compensate for
a certain weakness in the element of specificity. An agreement shall be deemed to have sufficient specificity
even if it lacks all the essential conditions for the transaction, provided that such details can be completed
in accordance with the provisions of the law or practice and therefore the absence of certain particulars does
not constitute grounds for releasing one from obligation taken with contractual intent, if it can be completed
as aforesaid. Here, the parties acted in accordance with the unsigned agreement, the subcontractor relied
onit, cleared the area and delivered materials worth millions of shekels to the main contractor for the purpose
of completing the project by it. Therefore, the subcontractor's demand to pay for its expanses up until the
date of its departure is a logical demand and in the spirit agreed upon between the parties, even though
they failed to agree on the mechanism for making the calculations.

A father and son purchased a factory through a company that was established and all of its shares were
recorded in the son's name. After a dispute arose between the parties, the father sought to amend the
registration of shares to reflect his ownership of half of the company, contending that he was involved int he
management of the company and half of the shares were held in escrow for him.

The Court rejected the father's motion to amend the registration. As a rule, the shareholders register
constitutes prima facie evidence of the correctness of what is recorded therein and a shareholder in a private
company will be someone who is registered as such in the register. Anyone who aspires to challenge the
correctness of such registration faces an increased burden of proof. When it comes to familial connections,
excessive rigidity should be avoided and the legal bar should not be set too high, where it does not take into
account the uniqueness of the familial relationship, which is often conducted without written agreements and
on the basis of mutual trust. Here, while the parties did not sign an agreement that determines the ownership
of the shares, the father was involved in the management of the company, received funds from it and even
holds a recorded admission from the son regarding his entitlement to half of the company, all in a manner
that is consistent with conduct between family members without written agreements. However, withing a
family also it is customary to grant gifts without consideration between a parent and a child and in lack of an
escrow agreement it was found that the shares belong to the son.

A bank refused its customer's request to transfer funds from his Russian VTB bank account to his account
in Israel, due to international sanctions imposed on the foreign bank and despite the fact that no directive
was given on the matter by Israeli regulator.

The Court held that this was not an unreasonable refusal as it was done within the framework of the bank's
risk management and in the absence of a contradictory regulatory directive. Under the provisions of Israeli
law, a banking corporation may not unreasonably refuse to grant various services, including receiving a
financial deposit. This is partly because the right to provide these services has been reserved for banking
corporations and taking into account the power disparities between the customer and the bank. However,
the prohibition is on an 'unreasonable refusal', while the adoption of a sanctions regime in its entirety, and
consequently refusing to provide a service, is a reasonable refusal even in the absence of regulatory
guidance by the Israeli regulator, provided that no contradictory regulatory directive was given. Here, a
customer who requested to transfer funds from a bank that was included in the sanctions regime imposed
by the United States of America and the European Union, which the bank chose to adopt, and in the absence
of any directive from the Israeli regulator, the bank's refusal is a reasonable refusal and the customer cannot
obligate the bank to act contrary to its policy on the matter.

A criminal investigation is not a marginal matter. From the moment the authority (Police, Antitrust Authority, the Securities
Authority, the Tax Authority or others) has made contact, you are under investigation and at the first time it usually surprises
the interrogee and catches him unprepared, so that even the first sentence that comes out of his mouth can may decide the
fate of the interrogee. So, beyond the need to contact a lawyer, what else should you know?

First contact - Not in every case of an inquiry you are interrogated as a suspect and you may only be required as a witness.
Try, as much as possible, to find out what the subject of the investigation is. Don't be afraid to "stand up for yourself" in
order to get explanations from the speaker on the other end of the line, but also don't be rude or over-clever. It is critical to
get in touch — immediately — with an experienced criminal lawyer for advice prior to the investigation. Remember that you
must tell the lawyer all the truth and as many details as possible, so that he can help formulate the tactic. Everything you
say to the lawyer is confidential. Note! You may be being listened to, so it is important to meet the lawyer in person and
not to volunteer confidential information over the phone.

Beware of hallway conversations - As long as you are suspected of a crime, the interrogation is deemed a "cautionary
interrogation" and it begins with the interrogator detailing what the suspicions are (and if you do not understand the
suspicions, do not be ashamed to ask for a detailed explanation) and make sure that the suspect understood them and
understood that he does not have to say anything and that anything he says may be used against him in Court. However,
sometimes before the investigation begins, the interrogator starts with a general conversation that may cause the suspect to
give incriminating information without noticing. Thus, if the police gave a "ride" to the suspect on his way to the station,
a conversation with a nice policewoman may be recorded afterwards and may be used as evidence. A person sitting next
to you in the hallway or in a cell may also be part of the investigation.

It is important to tell the truth or to maintain the right to remain silent - In cases where the answer may be incriminating, it is
important to remember that it is permissible to refuse to answer the question, even if the investigators make it clear that it will be
used against you in Court. Silence at the police, by itself, does not constitute direct evidence against you, even if the investigator
will tell you the opposite, and even if the investigators will not hesitate to say that your criminal lawyer does not understand and
is only getting you into trouble. During the interrogation, make sure that the interrogator writes down every word you say, at the
end of the interrogation read carefully everything that was recorded, do not rush to leave and make sure that everything you said
was written down and correctly. If there are any mistakes, correct them in your own handwriting and sign next to the correction.
It is imperative that you review every document mentioned during your interrogation and do not assume that there are documents
or papers that you signed, that you wrote or that are addressed to you - ask to see everything, and if they refuse to allow you to
review the evidence - tell the investigator that you will not be able to answer his questions on the matter. In complicated or
lengthy investigations, such as money-laundering, securities and antitrust offenses, it is important to demand that the interrogation
be recorded, so that there is no doubt about what was said or did not say.  Under to the instructions of the State Attorney, you are
allowed to bring a recording device to the interrogation, but you must notify the interrogator in advance, otherwise you will be
charged with obstructing the interrogation. At the end of the interrogation, it is required that they put the interrogation recording
in a sealed envelope and return the recording device to you. Keep in mind that you don't have to consent to a search on your
computer or mobile or allow the investigators to use it. A mobile is a computer for all intents and purposes, and in order for
investigators to search it and check recent calls and SMS's they need a special Court warrant. You don't have to agree to undergo
a polygraph either, but if the truth is with you, there is nothing to fear and you should probably agree thereto.

There are many other rules, but most importantly, remember that at any stage you are not only entitled to consult with a
lawyer, but it is also important that you do so. If you commenced the interrogation without one, you have the right to
demand to pause it until you consult with a criminal lawyer and do not answer further questions until you have exercised
your right to consult with a lawyer. Moreover, it is important not to settle for a cheap and inexperienced lawyer, but it is
essential that the lawyer be one who speaks your language, has extensive experience and also comes from a firm with
experience in business fields. "Saving" at this stage will cost much more in the future, and not only in money!

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Convocado a la estacion de policia - ;No es para una taza de café y un pastel!/ Eduardo Maiseleff , Abg.'

Una investigacion criminal no es un asunto marginal. Desde el momento en que la autoridad (Policia, Autoridad
Antimonopolio, Autoridad de Valores, Autoridad Fiscal u otros) se ha puesto en contacto, usted estd bajo investigacion y a la
primera suele sorprender al interrogado y lo pilla desprevenido, de modo que incluso la primera frase que sale de su boca
puede decidir el destino del interrogado. Entonces, mas all4 de la necesidad de contactar a un abogado, ;qué méas debe saber?

Primer contacto - No en todos los casos de una investigacion se le interroga como sospechoso y es posible que solo se le
solicite como testigo. Intente, en la medida de lo posible, averiguar cual es el tema de la investigacion. No tengas miedo de
"defenderte" para obtener explicaciones del orador al otro lado de la linea, pero tampoco seas grosero o demasiado inteligente.
Es fundamental ponerse en contacto, de inmediato, con un abogado penalista con experiencia para obtener asesoramiento antes
de la investigacion. Recuerde que debe decirle al abogado toda la verdad y tantos detalles como sea posible, para que pueda
ayudarlo a formular la tactica. Todo lo que le diga al abogado es confidencial. jNota! Es posible que lo estén escuchando, por
lo que es importante conocer al abogado en persona y no ofrecer informacion confidencial por teléfono.

Tenga cuidado con las conversaciones en el pasillo: siempre que sea sospechoso de un delito, el interrogatorio se considera
un "interrogatorio de advertencia" y comienza con el interrogador detallando cuéles son las sospechas (y si no comprende
las sospechas, no se avergiience de pedir una explicacion detallada) y asegurese de que el sospechoso las entendio y entendio
que no las entiendetiene que decir cualquier cosa y que cualquier cosa que diga puede ser utilizada en su contra en la corte.
Sin embargo, a veces, antes de que comience la investigacion, el interrogador comienza con una conversacion general que
puede hacer que el sospechoso dé informacion incriminatoria sin darse cuenta. Por lo tanto, si la policia llevo al sospechoso
de camino a la comisaria, una conversacion con una buena mujer policia puede grabarse después y puede usarse como
evidencia. Una persona sentada a su lado en el pasillo o en una celda también puede ser parte de la investigacion.

Es importante decir la verdad o mantener el derecho a permanecer en silencio: en los casos en que la respuesta pueda ser
incriminatoria, es importante recordar que esta permitido negarse a responder la pregunta, incluso si los investigadores dejan en
claro que se utilizara en su contra en la corte. El silencio en la policia, por si mismo, no constituye una prueba directa contra
usted, incluso si el investigador le dira lo contrario, e incluso si los investigadores no dudaran en decir que su abogado penalista
no entiende y solo lo esta metiendo en problemas. Durante el interrogatorio, asegurese de que el interrogador escriba cada palabra
que diga, al final del interrogatorio lea atentamente todo lo que se grabo, no se apresure a irse y asegurese de que todo lo que dijo
esté escrito y correctamente. Si hay algtin error, corrijalo de su pufio y letra y firme junto a la correccion. Es imperativo que
revise todos los documentos mencionados durante su interrogatorio y no asuma que hay documentos o papeles que firmoé, que
escribi6 o que estan dirigidos a usted: pida ver todo, y si se niegan a permitirle revisar la evidencia, digale al investigador que no
podra responder a sus preguntas sobre el asunto. En investigaciones complicadas o largas, como el lavado de dinero, los delitos
bursatiles y antimonopolio, es importante exigir que se grabe el interrogatorio, para que no haya dudas sobre lo que se dijo o no
se dijo. De acuerdo con las instrucciones del Fiscal del Estado, se le permite llevar un dispositivo de grabacion al interrogatorio,
pero debe notificar al interrogador con anticipacion, de lo contrario se le acusara de obstruir el interrogatorio. Al final del
interrogatorio, se requiere que coloquen la grabacion del interrogatorio en un sobre sellado y le devuelvan el dispositivo de
grabacion. Tenga en cuenta que no tiene que dar su consentimiento para una busqueda en su computadora o dispositivo movil
ni permitir que los investigadores lo usen. Un movil es una computadora a todos los efectos, y para que los investigadores
puedan registrarlo y verificar las llamadas y SMS recientes, necesitan una orden judicial especial. Tampoco tiene que aceptar
someterse a un poligrafo, pero si la verdad estd con usted, no hay nada que temer y probablemente deberia estar de acuerdo.

Hay muchas otras reglas, pero lo mas importante es recordar que en cualquier etapa no solo tiene derecho a consultar con
un abogado, sino que también es importante que lo haga. Si comenzo6 el interrogatorio sin uno, tiene derecho a exigir que
se suspenda hasta que consulte con un abogado penalista y no responda més preguntas hasta que haya ejercido su derecho
a consultar con un abogado. Ademas, es importante no conformarse con un abogado barato e inexperto, sino que es
fundamental que el abogado sea uno que hable su idioma, tenga una amplia experiencia y ademas provenga de una firma
con experiencia en campos comerciales. "Ahorrar" en esta etapa costara mucho mas en el futuro, jy no solo en dinero!
