On February 5, 2026, Amendment No. 12 to the Israeli Notaries Law was legislated. It stipulates that a
power of attorney granted to a banking corporation for the purpose of executing a mortgage transaction,
including its cancellation, transfer, modification of its terms, or any other action involving the recording of the
transaction shall be valid even if it was not drafted by a notary public or if the signatures thereon were not
authenticated by a notary public.
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An obligation incurred by a partner through his co-partner within the scope of the
partnership remains binding upon him even when acting outside the partnership

One of two partners seeking to acquire a property executed a brokerage agreement solely in his own name.
Subsequently, the second partner purchased the property independently, without the other's knowledge.
Upon becoming aware of the transaction, the realtor demanded that the purchaser pay the applicable
brokerage fees under the agreement, notwithstanding the fact that the purchaser had not executed the
brokerage agreement.

The Supreme Court accepted the realtor's contention based on the existence of a partnership relationship
between the signatory and the purchaser. Pursuant to the Israeli Partnership Ordinance, each partner acts
as an agent of the partnership and of the other partners; consequently, a partner's actions are binding upon
them provided that the actions giving rise to the liability were performed in the ordinary course of business.
An exception to this rule applies where the partner lacked authority and the third party was aware of such
lack of authority. Here, entering into a brokerage agreement for the purpose of purchasing real estate
constitutes an obligation incurred in the ordinary course of business and the conditions for the lack of
authority exception were not met. Hence, the signature of the first partner personally binds the purchasing
partner, even though the purchase was not made for the benefit of the partnership and the purchaser is
liable to pay the brokerage fees.
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Football player salaries in the Premier League in Israel include rest day and holiday
compensation

A Brazilian football player playing in the Israeli Premier League demanded from his team, after termination
of his employment, payment of compensation for work on weekly rest days and on holidays.

The Labor Court found that the team does not need to pay compensation for work on weekly rest days and
on holidays. As arule, the Israeli Wage Protection Law prohibits payment of a salary that includes payment
for work on weekly rest days and on holidays. However, in the football branch, it is possible to deviate from
the rule because work on the rest day is the core of the engagement and therefore the global salary includes
this component. The main consideration of footballers in the professional football leagues in Israel is for
work on rest days, such that they are not entitled to work compensation on those days. Additionally, when
it is determined that a salary includes compensation for work on rest days, the salary should also be seen
as including compensation for work on holidays. Here, the player earned a high salary in the Premier
League, was represented by an agent, and signed an agreement stating that the salary includes all rights.
Therefore, the salary includes the weekly rest day compensation and work on holidays.
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To the extent that the parties' intent is explicitly stated by the language of the
contract, the contract shall be interpreted according to its terms

Companies entered into a share purchase agreement regarding the shares of "Diners." The contract
stipulated that the sellers would be entitled to contingent consideration, provided that no stay of proceedings
order is issued against "Mega" which is not vacated within 60 days. Following the issuance of such an order
against Mega, and despite the Mega’'s subsequent recovery and continued operations, the sellers
demanded payment of the contingent consideration notwithstanding the contractual condition.

The Court held that the purchaser is not liable for the payment of the contingent consideration, as the plain
language of the contract is clear and prevailing. Pursuant to established case law, a contract shall be
interpreted according to the parties' intent, as inferred from the contract and the surrounding circumstances;
however, where the parties' intent is explicitly reflected in the language of the contract, the contract shall be
interpreted according to its terms and there is no need to examine the external circumstances or attempt to
trace the subjective intent of the parties. The language of the contract is the starting point for any interpretive
process and given clear language that demonstrates the parties' intent at the time of execution, it is granted
primacy in the interpretive process. This is particularly true regarding commercial contracts drafted by legal
experts with meticulous attention to detail. Here, the parties conducted lengthy negotiations over the draft,
were represented by professional teams, and the sellers raised no contentions regarding the language of
the contract until the purchaser refused to pay the contingent consideration. Furthermore, the wording of
the clause itself is unambiguous, is not easily subject to alternative interpretations, and reflects the parties'
desire to hedge their risks. Therefore, there is no justification to obligate the purchaser to pay the contingent
consideration and the language of the contract stands.

A malfunction in a drone belonging to a press photographer, who had arrived to cover the clock repair at the
Jaffa Clock Tower, forced him to seek the assistance of a repair company employee to execute the shot.
Consequently, the company and the employee sought recognition as the copyright holders of the
photograph.

The Court dismissed the claim, finding that the copyright is vested in the newspaper. The Israeli Copyright
Law grants protection to a photograph as an "artistic work," subject to two cumulative conditions: the fixation
requirement (physical or digital recording) and the originality requirement, which reflects a minimal threshold
of investment and creativity embodying the creator's "personal touch” Initial ownership belongs to the creator
who substantially designed the work, rather than a technical executor who acted without independent
discretion, unless otherwise agreed. In a work created by an employee for the purpose of and during the
course of their employment, the employer is the first owner of the copyright, unless otherwise agreed .In the
present case, the staff photographer was the one who determined the composition, angle, and framing of
the shot, while the employee's action was purely technical, performed as a gesture following the equipment
failure, and lacked any artistic discretion. Therefore, as the photographer acted as an employee of the
newspaper, the rights remain with the newspaper.

A radio station operator demanded that a shareholder of an advertising company personally bear the debt
accumulated by the company for advertising services provided to it.

The Court rejected the claim against the shareholder and held that the extreme conditions justifying the
piercing of the corporate veil were not proven. Piercing the corporate veil is an extreme remedy reserved
for cases where the legal entity is used to defraud a person, prejudice a creditor, or take an unreasonable
risk regarding solvency. The general rule is the separation between the company's assets and those of its
owners, and any deviation requires positive proof of fraudulent acts or abuse of the corporate veil. A
company monetary debt, in and of itself, does not constitute grounds for imposing personal liability on its
organs. In this case, the shareholder did not actively manage the company and was not personally involved
in the engagement, which was handled by another director. Consequently, the shareholder did not use the
separate legal entity to defraud and did not take an unreasonable risk on behalf of the company. Therefore,
there are no grounds to deviate from the principle of separate legal personality and the claim was rejected.

In the Latin American business culture, the word "’ confianza is the basis of any transaction and is considered by many to be more
important than any signed paper*. The cultural code holds that if a person speaks your language, knows the nuances of your habitat
and forms a warm personal relationship, they are presumed to be acting in good faith. However, when this approach - which
sanctifies personal connection - meets the cynical and alienated world of digital investment fraud, the result is often devastating.

While bitter experience caused immigrants who came to Israel from the former Soviet Union or France to develop a
rsuspicion muscle” over the past decade, it seems that the Latino community in Israel today remains vulnerable to harm. As
part of the handling of cross-border fraud cases, we identified a recurring and sophisticated pattern of action by experienced
criminal elements: the first stage almost always begins with an attractive Facebook ad, formulated in Spanish or Portuguese,
that creates the impression of a non-Israeli related company, even though in practice we discovered that the fraudsters are
operating from Israel, using foreign SIM cards and routing calls to obscure their location. After filling in the details, a native-
speaking representative has a pleasant conversation aimed at creating trust, at the end of which the victim is requested to
deposit a small initial amount and is asked to download an app that seems completely trustworthy. This is where the main
stage of fraud occurs: while the amounts presented in the app as »profits” do not exist and the money deposited is no longer
under the control of the victim, when the victim is exposed to the impressive profits, he is encouraged to increase the
investment and sometimes even receives instructions on how to take loans from the bank based on false data.

One of the main red flags is how the funds are transferred: the money is not transferred to an official company account, but
to private accounts or "Money Mules” - other victims whose accounts are used to transfer the funds onwards. The final and
painful stage comes at the time of the withdrawal request, when a chain of demands for additional payments begins ("tax”,
rrelease fee) until the relationship is severed. In many cases, victims are later exposed to a new approach from a foreign
lawyer” offering assistance in returning the funds - a fraudulent means of stealing additional funds.

Anyone who tries to file a lawsuit encounters a wall: no defendant, no service-of-process address, and the money flowed
through a tangled network of crypto conversions or shell accounts. In this state of affairs, the traditional legal tools of
judgment enforcement or tort claim become, in practice, a dead letter. Because the police will certainly not be able to help
in such a case, in order to overcome the obstacle, cooperation between intelligence and law is required, with the world of
private investigations providing the intelligence that may turn an anonymous IP address or virtual phone number into the
identity of a real person. However, intelligence is only half the way. In order to turn the information into money that is
returned to the account, a very specific legal framework is required. Contacting a lawyer who is not familiar with the secrets
of the crypto world and the digital money routes, or one who does not speak the language of the victims (and the crooks), is
a lost battle in advance. Victory in this arena requires a combination of forces by an internationally oriented firm that is
familiar with criminal-economic matter, masters blockchain technology, and knows how to conduct the campaign in the
original language - Spanish or Portuguese. Only in this way, the fraudster, who believed to be operating in a vacuum,
suddenly finds himself exposed to personal lawsuits, foreclosures and stay of exit orders.

So what can be done? Before all, early prevention: Any investment, certainly one that begins with a proactive approach on
social media, requires examination and thought in advance, and even consultation with a lawyer. But, if the case occurred,
a swift response after being harmed is the key to success: even if damage has already been caused, one should not conclude
that all is lost. A proper combination of legal counsel from a lawyer proficient in the field and professional investigation
allows, in certain cases, the identification of involved parties, the tracing of money movements, and the building of an
essential evidentiary infrastructure for further legal and enforcement action. The combination of cultural understanding?,
investigative capability to locate hidden identities, and legal determination, is currently the only tool that allows not only the
prevention of the next fraud, but also the attempt to recover the stolen assets after the fact.

En la cultura de negocios latinoamericana, la palabra ”confianza” es la base de cualquier transaccion y es considerada por muchos mas

Tras completar los
datos, un representante nativo mantiene una conversacion agradable destinada a crear confianza, al final de la cual se solicita a la victima
que deposite una pequefia cantidad inicial y que descargue una aplicacion que parece completamente fiable. Aqui es donde ocurre la
etapa principal del fraude: mientras que las cantidades presentadas en la aplicacion como ”ganancias” no existen y el dinero depositado
ya no esta bajo el control de la victima, cuando esta se ve expuesta a las impresionantes ganancias, se le anima a aumentar la inversion y,
a veces, incluso recibe instrucciones sobre como pedir préstamos al banco basandose en datos falsos.

Una de las principales sefiales de alerta es como se transfieren los fondos: el dinero no se transfiere a una cuenta oficial de la empresa,
sino a cuentas privadas o ”Mulas de Dinero” (Money Mules) - otras victimas cuyas cuentas se utilizan para transferir los fondos hacia
adelante. La etapa final y dolorosa llega en el momento de la solicitud de retiro, cuando comienza una cadena de demandas de pagos
adicionales ("impuestos”, ""tasa de liberacion”) hasta que se corta la relacion.

Cualquiera que intente presentar una demanda se encuentra con un muro: no hay demandado, no hay direccion para la notificacion procesal
y el dinero fluy6 a través de una enmarafiada red de conversiones de criptomonedas o cuentas fantasma. En este estado de cosas, las
herramientas legales tradicionales de ejecucion de sentencias o demandas por dafios se convierten, en la practica, en letra muerta. Dado que
la policia ciertamente no podra ayudar en tal caso, para superar el obstaculo se requiere la cooperacion entre la inteligencia y la ley, con el
mundo de las investigaciones privadas proporcionando la inteligencia que puede convertir una direccién IP andnima o un numero de teléfono
virtual en la identidad de una persona real. Sin embargo, la inteligencia es solo la mitad del camino. Para convertir la informacion en dinero
que regresa a la cuenta, se requiere un marco legal muy especifico. Contactar a un abogado que no esté familiarizado con los secretos del
mundo cripto y las rutas del dinero digital, o uno que no hable el idioma de las victimas (y de los estafadores), es una batalla perdida de
antemano. La victoria en este ambito requiere una combinacion de fuerzas por parte de una firma orientada internacionalmente que esté
familiarizada con la materia econémico-criminal, domine la tecnologia blockchain y sepa cémo llevar a cabo la campaiia en el idioma
original: espafiol o portugués. Solo de esta manera, el estafador, que creia operar en el vacio, se encuentra repentinamente expuesto a
demandas personales, embargos y 6rdenes de impedimento de salida del pais.

iEntonces, qué se puede hacer? Ante todo, prevencion temprana: cualquier inversion, ciertamente una que comienza con un enfoque
proactivo en las redes sociales, requiere examen y reflexion por adelantado, ¢ incluso consulta con un abogado. Pero, si el caso ocurrid,
una respuesta rapida después de ser perjudicado es la clave del éxito: incluso si ya se ha causado dafio, no se debe concluir que todo esta
perdido. Una combinacion adecuada de asesoramiento legal de un abogado competente en el campo y una investigacion profesional
permite, en ciertos casos, la identificacion de las partes involucradas, el rastreo de los movimientos de dinero y la construccion de una
infraestructura probatoria esencial para futuras acciones legales y de ejecucion. La combinacion de comprension cultural?, capacidad de
investigacion para localizar identidades ocultas y determinacion legal, es actualmente la Gnica herramienta que permite no solo la
prevencion del proximo fraude, sino también el intento de recuperar los activos robados después del hecho.

Na cultura de negocios latino-americana, a palavra ”confianca” ¢ a base de qualquer transagdo e ¢ considerada por muitos
como mais importante do que qualquer papel assinado!.

Um dos principais sinais de alerta ¢ como os fundos sdo transferidos: o dinheiro nao ¢ transferido para uma conta oficial da
empresa, mas para contas privadas ou "Mulas de Dinheiro” (Money Mules) — outras vitimas cujas contas sao usadas para
transferir os fundos adiante. O estagio final e doloroso chega no momento da solicitacdo de saque, quando comega uma
cadeia de exigéncias de pagamentos adicionais ("imposto”, 7taxa de liberagao”) até que o relacionamento seja cortado.

Qualquer pessoa que tente abrir um processo judicial encontra um muro: nenhum réu, nenhum endereco para notificagao processual
e o dinheiro fluiu através de uma rede emaranhada de conversoes de criptomoedas ou contas de fachada. Neste estado de coisas, as
ferramentas juridicas tradicionais de execuc¢ao de sentenca ou acdo de responsabilidade civil tornam-se, na pratica, letra morta. Como
apolicia certamente ndo podera ajudar em tal caso, para superar o obstaculo € necessaria a cooperagao entre a inteligéncia e a lei, com
o mundo das investigagdes privadas fornecendo a inteligéncia que pode transformar um endereco IP anénimo ou nimero de telefone
virtual na identidade de uma pessoa real. No entanto, a inteligéncia ¢ apenas metade do caminho. Para transformar a informagdo em
dinheiro que retorna a conta, ¢ necessario um quadro juridico muito especifico. Contatar um advogado que ndo esteja familiarizado
com os segredos do mundo cripto e as rotas do dinheiro digital, ou um que nao fale o idioma das vitimas (e dos vigaristas), ¢ uma
batalha perdida antecipadamente. A vitoria nesta arena requer uma combinagdo de forcas de um escritorio orientado
internacionalmente que esteja familiarizado com a matéria econémico-criminal, domine a tecnologia blockchain e saiba como
conduzir a campanha no idioma original — espanhol ou portugués. Somente dessa forma, o fraudador, que acreditava estar operando
no vacuo, de repente se vé exposto a processos pessoais, penhoras e ordens de impedimento de saida do pais.

Entdo, o que pode ser feito? Antes de tudo, prevencao antecipada: Qualquer investimento, certamente um que comece com
uma abordagem proativa nas redes sociais, requer exame e reflexdo com antecedéncia, e até mesmo consulta com um
advogado. Mas, se o caso ocorreu, uma resposta rapida apods ter sido prejudicado € a chave para o sucesso: mesmo que o
dano ja tenha sido causado, ndo se deve concluir que tudo esta perdido. Uma combinagido adequada de aconselhamento
juridico de um advogado proficiente na area e investigagdo profissional permite, em certos casos, a identificagdo das partes
envolvidas, o rastreamento das movimentagdes de dinheiro e a constru¢do de uma infraestrutura probatéria essencial para
futuras acdes legais e de execucdo. A combinagdo de compreensdo cultural?, capacidade investigativa para localizar
identidades ocultas e determinagdo legal ¢ atualmente a unica ferramenta que permite ndo apenas a prevengdo da proxima
fraude, mas também a tentativa de recuperar os ativos roubados ap6s o fato.

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« Amigo, tu peux me faire confiance » : Quand la chaleur latine rencontre la froide réalité des escroqueries
en ligne / Avocat David Melamed et Mme Nati Lahav, Enquéteur Privé”

Dans la culture des affaires latino-américaine, le mot « confianza » (confiance) est la base de toute transaction et est considéré par
beaucoup comme plus important que n’importe quel papier signé!. Le code culturel veut que si une personne parle votre langue, connait

les nuances de votre environnement et établit une relation personnelle chaleureuse, elle est présumée agir de bonne foi. Cependant,
lorsque cette approche — qui sacralise le lien personnel — rencontre le monde cynique et aliéné de la fraude a l'investissement
numérique, le résultat est souvent dévastateur.

Alors que l’expérience ameére a poussé les immigrants venus en Israél depuis l’ex-Union soviétique ou la France a développer un « muscle
de la méfiance » au cours de la derniere décennie, il semble que la communauté latino-américaine en Israél reste aujourd’hui vulnérable aux
préjudices. Dans le cadre du traitement des affaires de fraude transfrontaliére, nous avons identifi¢ un mode opératoire récurrent et
sophistiqué de la part d’éléments criminels expérimentés : la premiére étape commence presque toujours par une publicité attrayante sur
Facebook, formulée en espagnol ou en portugais, qui donne l'impression d'une entreprise sans lien avec Israél, méme si, dans la pratique,
nous avons découvert que les escrocs operent depuis Israél, utilisant des cartes SIM étrangeres et le routage d’appels pour masquer leur
localisation. Apres avoir rempli ses coordonnées, un représentant locuteur natif engage une conversation agréable visant a créer la confiance,
au terme de laquelle la victime est invitée a déposer un petit montant initial et a télécharger une application qui semble tout a fait fiable. Crest
la que se produit I'étape principale de la fraude : alors que les montants présentés dans I'application comme « profits » n’existent pas et que
largent déposé nest plus sous le contréle de la victime, celle-ci, exposée a des gains impressionnants, est encouragée a augmenter son
investissement et recoit parfois méme des instructions sur la maniere de contracter des préts bancaires sur la base de fausses données.

L’un des principaux signaux d’alarme réside dans la maniere dont les fonds sont transférés : I'argent n’est pas versé sur un compte officiel
de l’entreprise, mais sur des comptes privés ou des « mules financieres » ( Money Mules)— d’autres victimes dont les comptes sont utilisés
pour faire transiter les fonds. L'étape finale et doulourecuse survient au moment de la demande de retrait, lorsqu’une chaine d’exigences
de paiements supplémentaires commence (« taxe », « frais de déblocage ») jusqu’a ce que la relation soit rompue. Dans de nombreux cas,
les victimes sont exposées plus tard a une nouvelle approche d'un « avocat étranger » offrant son aide pour récupérer les fonds — un
moyen frauduleux de voler de 'argent supplémentaire.

Quiconque tente d’intenter une action en justice se heurte a un mur : pas de défendeur, pas d’adresse de signification et 'argent a circulé a travers
un réseau enchevétré de conversions de cryptomonnaies ou de comptes écrans. Dans cet état de fait, les outils juridiques traditionnels d’exécution
de jugement ou d’action en responsabilité délictuelle deviennent, en pratique, lettre morte. Comme la police ne sera certainement pas en mesure
draider dans un tel cas, la coopération entre le renseignement et le droit est nécessaire pour surmonter I'obstacle, le monde des enquétes privées
fournissant le renseignement qui peut transformer une adresse [P anonyme ou un numéro de téléphone virtuel en l'identité d’une personne réelle.
Cependant, le renseignement n’est que la moitié du chemin. Pour transformer I'information en argent restitué sur le compte, un cadre juridique
trés spécifique est requis. Contacter un avocat qui ne connait pas les secrets du monde de la crypto et les itinéraires de 'argent numérique, ou un
avocat qui ne parle pas la langue des victimes (et des escrocs), est une bataille perdue d’avance. La victoire dans cette aréne nécessite une
combinaison de forces par un cabinet a vocation internationale qui est familier avec la matiére pénale-économique, maitrise la technologie
blockchain et sait mener la campagne dans la langue originale — espagnol ou portugais. Ce n’est quainsi que l’escroc, qui croyait opérer dans
le vide, se retrouve soudainement exposé a des poursuites personnelles, des saisies et des interdictions de sortie du territoire.

Alors, que faire ? Avant tout, la prévention précoce : tout investissement, certainement celui qui commence par une approche proactive
sur les réseaux sociaux, nécessite un examen et une réflexion préalables, voire une consultation avec un avocat. Mais, si le cas s’est
produit, une réponse rapide apres avoir subi le préjudice est la clé du succés : méme si des dommages ont déja été causés, il ne faut pas
conclure que tout est perdu. Une combinaison appropriée de conseils juridiques d’un avocat compétent dans le domaine et dune enquéte
professionnelle permet, dans certains cas, l'identification des parties impliquées, le tragage des mouvements d’argent et la constitution
drune infrastructure probatoire essentielle pour la suite des actions judiciaires et d’exécution. La combinaison de la compréhension
culturelle?, de la capacité d’investigation pour localiser les identités cachées et de la détermination juridique est actuellement le seul outil
qui permet non seulement la prévention de la prochaine fraude, mais aussi la tentative de récupérer les actifs volés apres coup.
